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Craig H. Neilsen Foundation Scholarship for Students with Spinal Cord Injury

The Craig H. Neilsen Foundation Scholarship for Students with Spinal Cord Injury is available to all eligible students with a spinal cord injury who attend or plan to attend the University of Texas at Arlington as undergraduate or graduate students. The scholarship will be awarded to two students to cover tuition and fees, and may be renewed each year contingent upon steady progress toward a degree. Selected Neilsen Scholars also will be eligible to apply to a $5,000 supplemental support fund designed to help reduce barriers to academic success. Requests to the support fund may be made to help cover caregiver services, housing, child care, transportation, adaptive equipment, books, and/or assistive technology.

· Must be attending or admitted to attend UT Arlington
· Must register with the Office for Students with Disabilities to have SCI documented and to be familiar with the University’s accommodations and services prior to applying for the scholarship

Requirements
Selected Neilsen Scholars must:
· Enroll in a full load of courses (at least 12 hours at UT Arlington) each semester
· Maintain at least a 2.5 GPA
· Engage in campus and community life
· Agree to an Academic Excellence Plan to support progress toward on-time graduation
· Write a letter to the Neilsen Foundation at the end of each academic year
